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KOOTENAI TRIBAL FISH and WILDLIFE DEPT. FIELD SAMPLING ACTIVITIES

Planned For August – October 2008

Tributary Sampling

· Fish sampling at Trout, Parker and Long Canyon to monitor fish population changes over time (until August 14)

· Insect sampling at Trout, Parker and Long Canyon to monitor insect population changes over time (end of September)

· Tree planting at Trout, Parker or Long Canyon for stream restoration (October)

· Kokanee surveys in westside tributaries to monitor kokanee returns from Kootenay Lake (August to end of September)

· Kokanee egg plants in Westside tributaries to restore kokanee populations (mid October)

River Sampling

· Nutrient addition sampling upriver as far as just above Yaak River and down to Bonners Ferry to monitor water chemistry, chlorophyll production, and track N:P ratios (every Monday until the end of September)

· River biomonitoring in several sites throughout Montana, Idaho, and Canada–part of a large-scale monitoring effort to track changes in water chemistry, chlorophyll production, N:P ratios, algae, insects, and fish (until end of October)

· USGS will be performing bank erosion studies at several locations from the  mouth of Moyie River downstream to Fleming Creek (end of August).

Kootenay Lake Sampling

· Adult sturgeon sampling on the Kootenay Lake delta to refine population estimates in cooperation with British Columbia Ministry of Environment (end of August)
Terrestrial Sampling

· Habitat Surveys – 11 August through 8 September.  We will be looking at fine scale habitat features at all 153 sampling locations in Idaho and Montana.

· Insect Surveys – Rotation 3.  10 September through the end of September.  We will be collecting insects using pitfall traps at a subset of 58 of the 153 total sampling locations in Idaho and Montana.
